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What Is the Draft Local Plan?

The Local Plan is the document that contains the policies for
how the borough will change over the period up to 2022 to
2038.

It identifies the amount of development that will take place,
the areas and sites where development is expected to be
accommodated and where it will be restricted.

It sets out policies for how planning applications will be
decided.

The plan is scheduled to be adopted in 2023.

SBC have a second public consultation in progress now on the DLP called
Regulation 18 open for comments until 29th November.

The Draft Local Plan proposals published in April this year are likely to
change following this second consultation.

* Widespread support for the recent Reg 19 (draft plan)
but not universal!

* Opportunity to improve the draft plan by undertaking a
more targeted Reg 18 consultation

* Changes to the NPPF — 30 year vision now required
